Pilot Census of Population, Households and Dwellings from 1 to 15 November 2009 - Education of Roma people
The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia conducted in cooperation with the Swedish Agency for International Development Cooperation Agency (SIDA), from 1 until 15 November 2009 a survey titled “Pilot Census of Population, Households and Dwellings 2009 - Education of Roma people.”
The Pilot census was conducted in 24 enumeration areas in which, according to the Census of Population, Households and Dwellings in 2002, a high share of Roma people in the total population was recorded. 
The Pilot census covered about 2.5 thousands of housing units and about 8 thousands of persons.
The main objective of the Pilot census was the training of a number of the Roma population to participate actively in the organizational preparations and field implementation of the Census of Population, Households and Dwellings in 2011.  

In addition, of particular importance is the establishment of mutual trust and mutual cooperation between the official statistics and organizations dealing with Roma people’s issues, what is an essential requirement for quality data obtaining as regards the total number of Roma people in Serbia, as well as basic socio-demographic characteristics of members of this ethnic community.
